Saint Clare of Assisi (July 16, 1194
— August 11, 1253, born Chiara
Offreduccio ) is

an Italian saint and one of the first
followers of Saint Francis of Assisi.
She founded the Order of Poor
Ladies, a monasticreligious or-

der for women in

the Franciscan tradition, and
wrote their Rule of Life, the first
set of monastic guidelines known
to have been written by a woman.
Having refused to marry at 15, Clare was moved by the dy-
namic preaching of Francis of Assisi. He became her lifelong
friend and spiritual guide. At 18, Clare escaped from her fa-

ther@Qhome one night and Francis placed her in a Benedictine

convent. Others came to join her, including her sister. They

lived a simple life of great poverty, austerity, and complete

seclusion from the world, according to a Rule which Francis

gave them as a Second Order.

Clare was canonized on August 15, 1255 by Pope

Alexander IV. Her feast day is August 11.
